AMERICANS Elizabeth H Blackburn, Carol W Greider and Jack
W Szostak won the 2009 Nobel Prize in medicine on Monday
for discovering a key mechanism in the genetic operations of
cells, an insight that has inspired new lines of research into
cancer.

The trio solved the mystery of how chromosomes, the rod-
like structures that carry DNA, protect themselves from degrading
when cells divide.

The Nobel citation said the laureates found the solution in
the ends of the chromosomes—structures called telomeres that
are often compared to the plastic tips at the end of shoe
laces that keep those laces from unraveling.

Blackburn and Greider discovered the enzyme that builds
telomeres—telomeras—and the mechanism by which it adds DNA
to the tips of chromosomes to replace genetic material that

has eroded away.
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The prize-winners’ work set the stage for research suggesting
that cancer cells use telomerase to sustain their uncontrolled
growth. Scientists are studying whether drugs that block the
enzyme can fight the disease. In addition, scientists believe
that the DNA erosion the enzyme repairs might play a role

in some illnesses.

Carol W Greider, Elizabeth H Blackburn and Jack W Szostak
“The discoveries by Blackburn, Greider and Szostak have added
a new dimension to our understanding of the cell..... and stimulated
the development of potential new therapies,” the prize committee
said in its citation.

It was the first time that two women have been among the
winners of the medicine prize, committee members said.

Blackburn, who holds US and Australian citizenship, is a professor

of biology and physiology at the University of California,

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San Francisco. Greider is a professor in the department of
molecular biology and genetics at Johns Hopkins University
School of Medicine in Baltimore. Greider, 48, said she was
telephoned by just before 5 a.m. and told that she had won.
“It’s really very thrilling, it’s something you can’t expect,” she
said.

“Funding for that kind of curiosity-driven science is really
important,” she said, adding that disease-oriented research isn’t
the only way to reach the answer, but “both together are
synergistic”, she said.

Blackburn, 60, said she was awakened at 2 a.m.

“Prizes are always a nice thing,” she said. “It doesn’t change
the research per se, of course, but it’s lovely to have the
recognition and share it with Carol Greider and Jack Szostak.”
London-born Szostak has been at Harvard Medical School since
1979 and is currently professor of genetics at Massachusetts
General Hospital in Boston. He is also affiliated with the Howard
Hughes Medical Institute, the citation said.

The award includes a 10 million kronor ($1.4 million) purse
divided among the winners, a diploma and an invitation to

the ceremonies in Stockholm on December 10.

Get ready to enjoy a wet Commonwealth Games. That is at
least what the Organising Committee (OC) expects as it begins

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ordering raincoats for performers, workers and even spectators

in anticipation of a downpour.

With the city awash with 32.6 mm rain exactly 30 days before
the Commonwealth Games opening ceremony, the OC has started
looking for cover. “It has been my experience in the past that
every big event has been blessed by rain. So there is no point
in taking chances. If we hand a plastic poncho to people entering
the stadium, things are taken care of,” said Organising Committee

General Secretary Lalit Bhanot.

Two bidders, including National Cooperative Consumer Federa-
tion, had come forward a fortnight ago. The OC had sent
out tenders for the plastic ponchos. The order has, however,

not been placed till now as the OC is unsure about the number.

The initial estimate was 1.5 lakh ponchos. “The audience for
the opening and closing ceremonies put together will itself be
1.2 lakh. Other than that, we will need ponchos for our workforce
and performers, so at least 3 to 5 lakh will be required,”

said a senior OC official.

The Organising Committee is, meanwhile, also flooding the India
Meteorological Department with requests for weather forecasts
during the Games fortnight. From September 15, specialised

weather predictions will be made for them. “We already send

2



them daily updates, but from September 15 we will be sending
them updates for the next three or four days,” SC Bhan, director
IMD, said.

Data available from the last year shows October received deficient
rainfall between October 3 and 14. It only rained on two days—
October 5 and 6—the total of which came to 5.4 mm, about
half an hour of mild drizzle. This year, however, the rains
have been more. October is expected to have normal rainfall,

which comes to 25.9 mm for the entire month.

The Met Department expects heavy downpour on Saturday as

well. Sunday and Monday may see drizzles.

Manoj
Verma, SP, West Midnapore, said : “Today we have picked
up three villagers who were involved in assaulting the journalists

and snatching their mobile phones. The accused—Saktipada Mahato,

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Ajit Mahato and Panchanan Mahato—were later produced before
the Midnapore court and remanded to 14 days’ judicial custody.”
The police are, however, not disclosing the accused persons’
political connections. Verma said : “The political identity of
the accused persons are yet to be ascertained.

Meanwhile, villagers of Buripala alleged that the accused are
active workers of the CPM. “All the three are full-time members
of the CPM’s Pirakata local committee,” said a local source.
The scribes had lodged a complaint following which the trio
were detained last night. “However, the prime accused are
still on the run,” said a senior officer.

The complaint was lodged against Madhusudhan Mahato, secretary
of CPM’s Pirakata local committee and Jagannath Mahato, leader
of Salboni area and others, said the officer. The journalists
were assaulted near Pirakata on Friday when they were returning
from Trinamool leader Arati Baskey’s house in Choto Kalshibangha.
